After removing the windshield screw, 
slide the outer fairing off the inner.

With a T27 Torx, remove the two 
remaining bolts holding the outer fairing.

Use a 7/16” wrench to remove the bolt 
holding the stock fairing support brackets.

Bring the Bagger Nation Stealth 
Fairing Support Bar into position 
at the front of the inner fairing.

Remove the support brackets from the 
engine guard with a 5/32” Allen wrench.

Hold the Stealth Fairing Support Bar in 
place by loosely installing the stock bolt.

Place a fender cover over the front 
fender to protect the painted finish.

Tighten the lower bolt on each side with 
a 5/32” Allen. Go back and final tighten 

the upper stock bolt installed first.

Use a center punch to mark the two holes 
to be drilled at the front of the inner fairing.
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Enlarge the holes until they are 
large enough for a 5/16” bolt.

Drill two small pilot holes in the 
inner fairing support bracket.

Install the supplied hardware 
through the inner fairing bracket 
and Stealth Fairing Support Bar.

Slide the outer fairing back into position.Use removable thread locker on 
the hardware. Tighten the hardware 

with a 1/2” wrench and socket.

Use a windshield screw to hold 
the outer fairing while installing 

the remaining hardware.

Use a T27 Torx to tighten the two bolts 
at the bottom of the inner fairing.

Plug in the front turn signal connectors. With a 3/16” Allen wrench, install the 
bolts behind the front turn signals.

Install the speaker grills by 
snapping them into place.

Tighten the bolt on each side of 
the speaker with a T30 Torx.

Bring the air vent assembly 
back into position.
